The Silesian University in Opava, Czech Republic in cooperation with the Centre for Medieval Studies, Prague, Czech Republic, University of Szeged, Hungary, Poznan University of Medical Sciences, Poland and University of Economics, Bratislava, Slovakia, organises a workshop in Opava, Czecz Republic.
Participation:

The workshop is a part of a project “A body in Central- and Eastern European iconography (15th-18th century) within the historical context” and is eligible for scholars from the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, Poland, students from these countries, school teachers from the Czech Republic (because of the place, where workshop will take place), as well as cultural institution employees.

Aim:

Hitherto research on the history of a body concern mostly situation in Western Europe. Historians do not know much about Central- and Eastern European sources about this matter. French research in this issue is a very interesting methodological basis, but do not allows to acknowledge sources from other parts of Europe. A main goal of this project is to investigate a history of a body in a Central- and Eastern European iconography from 15th till 18th century considering already known methodology of research, but on a basis of historical sources, which have not been analysed before from this perspective. Members of the research team are scholars from Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland, and Slovakia. We would like to deliberate how a human body is depicted in Central- and Eastern European iconography and investigate what influence on those presentations had historical context: Reformation, political systems of particular states, social structure and status.

Results:

Among results of research made by members of a research team is going to be a series of articles prepared jointly. We also plan to organise a short (lasting two days) workshop, so that all researchers could meet together (during the first day) and could work with invited students (during the second day). 
Workshop:

Researchers and students will meet in Opava (Czech Republic). During the first day of a workshop all stages of the project are going to be summarized (we plan to have constant contact via e-mails during the whole project), conclusions and plans for future cooperation are going to be gathered as we assume that results of the project are going to be a basis for the future, more detailed, research on the history of a body. We want to invite students of History, Anthropology and History of Art from Hungary, Poland, Slovakia, and Czech Republic interested in the subject. Students (one from each country) are going to have opportunity to meet with members of research group and to work with them on a short description and a plan of their own future research (for example MA thesis).
